BASIC SMALL BOATBUILDING COURSE

An intensive 12 week course

INTRODUCTION

This short, intensive, boatbuilding course gives students the practical skills needed to be able to build a small boat.   Starting with four weeks of practical woodworking in order to build up the necessary hand skills, students then quickly move on to learn how to set up and a build a small dinghy.  Through constructing the backbone, setting up the moulds and planking a clinker dinghy, students also learn the techniques and skills needed to set up and build larger boats of both clinker and carvel construction.
